4. FIRST AID MEASURES
Description of first aid measures
General advice Immediate medical attention is required.

Immediately apply calcium
gluconate gel 2.5% and massage into the affected area using rubber gloves;continue to
massage while repeatedly applying gel until 15 minutes after pain is relieved.
